Multipla JTD ELX  (2000 series)

Interior light bulb replacement procedure. This took me all of ten minutes to do but beware, I accept no responsibility if you make a costly mistake!

Tools needed:

1 small electrical flat bladed screwdriver

1 slightly larger flat bladed electrical screwdriver to give leverage

1 small cross head screwdriver (size no.2)

1. Sitting in the middle seat remove the alarm sensor module with the slightly larger flat bladed screwdriver, use the smaller bladed one for additional leverage around the housing if necessary. This housing is clipped on the r/h side by a plastic clip and pivots about a leaf spring at the other end. It is quite large and bulky and substantial. Don’t think it would break easily. However the same cannot be said for the surroundings!
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2. Remove the wire to the sensor. This gives you more room to manoeuvre.  It is only a clip that you squeeze together and pull.

3. Undo the two screws situated behind the sensor. [image: image3.jpg]



4. Remove the two plastic bungs and the two screws behind them…
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5. Lift away the housing to reveal the light bulbs situated under the plastic reflector. This reflector unclips from one end and hinges away to reveal the bulbs. Replace broken bulb and refit in the reverse order. Testing all switches for lights and mirrors etc. I even set the alarm to test the volumetric sensors!
